Liz has been an employee of Manatee County for twenty years. Although I've only known her
for the past three of those years, as her supervisor, | feel that this award is much deserved and
long overdue.

During the past year, the EMS Billing Division has gone through many significant changes.
Revenue for the past several years had been steadily declining, demanding an intense analysis of
all EMS Billing procedures and functions. As part of the process, new computers were ordered,
software package upgrades were purchased and training was implemented. In addition, two OPS
employees were added to the staff. While leamning the new system herself, Liz was required to
train the new staff The process of this project took several months, and during these months,
normal daily functions still needed to be performed. These consist of the following:

. Answering approximately 115 to 125 telephone calls per day. These calls consist of
patient questions regarding their iransport service, attorneys requests for information
pertaining to subpoenas, collection agency requests for patient information, etc. A
majority of telephone calls do require research of a claim. Liz coordinated the answenng
of telephones between the temporary staff and an OPS worker, while answenng phone
calls herself. While responding to questions, Liz always maintained her composure,
providing the patients with a feeling of calmness, dignity and respect.

. Entening of Medicare, Medicaid and insurance claims. After the training was provided o
several office staff, Liz then trained the OPS workers to input these types of claims.
Formerly, the EMS Billing stafT did not file insurance claims, so the addition of the
software generated additional revenue, but also generated an additional workload.

. Refunding patients for overpayments. Procedures 'ere examined and re-defined in
accordance with the Finance Department in order to reduce paperwork and time spent on
processing refunds. Liz implemented these procedures and trained OPS staff to process
refunds.

. Processing of probates and subpoena research. Liz continued to assist and train OPS
workers on research of infor  on required for both of these items.

. Filing, pulling claims, looking up |D numbers, processing write-offs due to Medicare
assignment of benefits and the daily deposit are all routine daiy functions.

In addition to the training of the OPS and temporary staff, Liz also performed these functions on
a daily basis. Liz always has a smile on her face. She always listens, is not optionated or

As a result of this project, revenue was higher for fiscal year 1997 than any other year dating
back to fiscal year 1992, and showed an increase of 50% revenue collected over the prior year.

FY95 2,072,394 ( 0.91%) decrease from prior year

FY97 2,674,856 50.56% increase over prior year
