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DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, RESTRICTIONS AND EASEMENTS 

OF RANCH LAKE PLAZA 

THIS DECLARATION is made this 
__ 

day of______, 2000, by RANCH LAKE PLAZA, 

INC., a Florida corporation (the "Developer"), AMERADAHESS CORPORATION, a Delaware corporation 

("Hess"), SUNTRUST BANK ("SunTrust") and COUNTREEWIDE REALTY, INC., a Florida corporation 

("CTW"), the owners of all of the real property in RANCH LAKE PLAZA, a commercial subdivision, as per 

plat thereof, recorded in Plat Book^V, Pages / through Jft , inclusive, of the Public Records of Manatee 

County, Florida (the "Plat"). 

RECITALS: 

WHEREAS, RANCH LAKE PLAZA is a commercial subdivision located within Manatee County. 

The real property within Ranch Lake Plaza is owned by Developer (as to the real property described in Exhibit 

"A-l", the "Ranch Lake Parcel"), Hess (as to the real property described in Exhibit "A-2," the "Hess Parcel"), 

SunTrust (as to the real property described in Exhibit "A-3," the "SunTrust Parcel") and CTW (as to the real 

property described in Exhibit "A-4", the "CTW Parcel"); and 

WHEREAS, Developer is the developer of such subdivision and desires to record this Declaration of 

Covenants, Restrictions and Easements of Ranch Lake Plaza; and 

WHEREAS, Hess, SunTrust and CTW join in execution of this Declaration and agree to be bound 

by the terms hereof. 

NOW, THEREFORE, there is established this Declaration of Covenants, Restrictions and Easements 

of Ranch Lake Plaza (the "Declaration"). 

ARTICLE I 

Property Subject To This Declaration 

The real property which is and shall be held, transferred, sold, conveyed and occupied subject to the 

provisions of this Declaration is all of the property forming and being a part of RANCH LAKE PLAZA, as 

per plat thereof (the "Plat") as recorded in Plat Book^jf, Pages / through Ly, inclusive, of the Public 

Records of Manatee County, Florida, the legal description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "A". A copy 

of the Plat is attached as Exhibit "B". 

ARTICLE II 

Definitions 

The following words, when used in this Declaration (unless the context shall prohibit), shall 

have the following meanings: 

a. ASSOCIATION shall mean Ranch Lake Plaza Property Owners Association, me., a Florida non¬ 

profit corporation, of which each of the signatories hereto, their successors and assigns, shall be a 

member and have the rights and obligations provided in the Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws of 

the Association.

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b. COUNTY shall mean Manatee County, a political subdivision of the State of Florida. 

c. COMMON AREAS shall mean and refer to the real property described in the Plat or which is 

otherwise described inthis subsection and is intended for the non-exclusive use of all Owners and their 

Permittees. The Common Areas (which shall be deemed to include any structures and improvements 

located thereon or therein) consist of: 

(i) the access roadway ("Access Roadway"), designated as "Tract A" on the Plat, running 

southerly from the curb cut at State Road 70 on the northerly boundary of the Plat and turning easterly 

into, and adjoining Lot 4, as Lot 4 is depicted on the Plat (the "Centres Parcel"), which provides 

ingress and egress for pedestrian and vehicular traffic within the Plat, and associated lighting lines, 

conduits, fixtures and facilities located within or serving the Access Roadway; 

(ii) the drainage ditch ("Drainage Ditch"), lying within the 30.00 foot "Drainage Easement" 

as depicted on the Plat, running east to west along its entire length, and the storm water lines, conduits 

and facilities within the Drainage Ditch which provide storm water drainage for the Parcels and 

Common Areas so that same may be discharged into a retention area ("Retention Area") which is 

located on property which is not within the Plat; and 

(iii) the storm water lines, conduits and facilities which connect the Drainage Ditch to the 

Retention Area and the rights and obligations created under the easement (the "Off-Site Retention 

Easement") recorded November 21,1986, in Official Records Book 1164, at page 3946, ofthe Public 

Records of Manatee County, Florida and amendments thereto; and 

(iv) the lift station and associated sewer facilities ("Lift Station"), including all lines, conduits 

or facilities which provide service to Parcels within the Plat but not including lines, conduits or 

facilities serving only one Parcel; and 

(v) the landscaping and irrigation systems serving the Access Roadway, the Drainage Ditch; 

and 

(vi) all landscaping lying within the 40.00 foot Landscape Buffer Easement as depicted on the 

Plat (the "Landscape Buffer"); and 

(vii) the 8' wall to be constructed by Developer along the northerly boundary ofthe Landscape 

Buffer; and 

(viii) the water lines (domestic, fire and irrigation) and facilities which provide service 

to Parcels within the Plat, but not including lines serving only one Parcel. 

There shall be no modification, change, reconfiguration or alteration ofthe Common Areas serving the 

Centres Parcel, the Hess Parcel, or the SunTrust Parcel from that illustrated on the Plat without the 

prior written consent of the Owners thereof. In the event any Common Area described in this 

subsection is dedicated to a governmental authority which thereafter shall maintain, repair and replace 

same, the obligation ofthe Owners to pay their pro rata share ofthe cost of maintenance, repair and 

replacement of such Common Area shall terminate (but shall remain in effect as to all other Common 

Areas).

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d. DECLARATION shall mean this document as amended from time to time in accordance with the 

provisions hereof. 

e. DESIGN STANDARDS shall mean the standards controlling the design, maintenance and location 

of all Improvements within the Plaza described in that certain Settlement Agreement dated May 5, 

1998, between Braden Woods Homeowners Association, me. ("Braden Woods Association"), 

Heartland Sarasota/Bradenton Limited Partnership ("Heartland") and others, a copy of which is 

attached hereto as Exhibit "C" and made a part hereof together with all amendments thereto; provided, 

however, that no amendment to the Design Standards shall be binding upon the Owner of the Centres 

Parcel without the consent of such Owner given or denied in the Owner's sole discretion. 

f. DEVELOPER shall mean Ranch Lake Plaza, me., a Florida corporation, its successors or assigns of 

any or all of its rights under this Declaration. 

g. IMPROVEMENT(S) shall mean all buildings and other structures, or any portion thereof, and 

permanent apparatus related to the installation and maintenance of utility services, fences, walls, decks, 

gates, parking areas, loading areas, driveways, planters, signage, storage and refuse areas and any 

other artificial changes to the natural environment, as well as landscaping. 

h. OWNER or OWNERS shall mean the record fee simple title holder of a platted lot ("Lot") or 

condominium unit ("Unit") in the Plaza, whether one or more persons or entities, including contract 

sellers but excluding those holding title merely as security for the performance of an obligation. 

i. PARCEL or PARCELS shall mean the parcels of real property within the Plaza. 

j. PERMITTEES shall mean the agents, employees, tenants, subtenants, invitees, licensees and guests 

of an Owner or its tenants. However, the individuals or entities engaged in the following activities 

shall not be considered to be Permittees: 

(i) exhibiting any placard, sign, or notice, except as permitted by an Owner or tenant on 

its Parcel; 

(ii) distributing any circular, handbill, placard, or booklet; 

(iii) soliciting memberships, contributions or signatures; and 

(iv) parading, picketing or demonstrating. 

k. PLAT shall mean the plat of RANCH LAKE PLAZA, a commercial subdivision, recorded in Plat 

Bookcfl/, Page (K? of the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida. 

1. PLAZA shall mean and refer initially to the real property described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. 

The Plaza shall also include such additional lands as are hereafter added by Developer in its sole 

discretion and shall exclude any portions of the Plaza hereafter withdrawn by Developer in its sole 

discretion; provided, however, that Developer shall not: (i) withdraw from this Declaration any lands 

now within the Plat without the prior written consent of all Owners; or (ii) add lands subject to this 

Declaration if such addition would increase the costs and expenses apportioned among the Owners 

herein for maintenance, repair or replacement of the Common Areas or cause the use of the Common

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Areas to exceed the capacity, use or design standards originally intended (as evidenced by the plans 

and specifications for the initial design of same). 

m. SWFWMD shall mean the Southwest Florida Water Management District. 

ARTICLE III 

Restrictions: Construction: Architectural Review: Easements 

Section 1. Use Restrictions. 

To preserve the values and amenities of the development, the following provisions shall be applicable 

to the Plaza: 

a. Except as set forth in the next sentence, there shall be no mining, quarrying or drilling for 

minerals, oil, gas, or otherwise undertaken within any portion of the Plaza. Excepted from 

the foregoing shall be activities of: (i) any Owner or its designees in creating, excavating or 

maintaining water, sewer or storm water drainage, or retention or other storm water facilities 

on such Owner's Parcel and installing wells, pumps or sprinkler systems on such Parcel; and 

(ii) the activities of Developer in creating, excavating or maintaining Common Areas. 

Further, Developer shall have the right to excavate and remove fill from portions of the Plaza 

owned by the Developer or its affiliates and any fill so removed by Developer shall be 

Developer's property. 

b. Except for Developer's acts and activities in the development of the Plaza, no change in the 

condition of the soil or the level of the land of any portion of the Plaza shall be made which 

results in any permanent change in the flow or drainage of storm or surface water of, within 

or through the Plaza without the prior written consent of the Developer and applicable 

agencies, including, but not limited to, the County and SWFWMD. Notwithstanding the 

foregoing, plans for clearing, filling and storm water flow and drainage within the Centres 

Parcel and SunTrust Parcel shall be subject to approval of the County and SWFWMD only. 

c. No buildable portion of a Parcel shall be increased in size by filling any wetlands, wetland 

buffers, lakes, ponds, retention areas, or drainage areas on which it abuts, without the 

approval of Developer and applicable agencies, including but not limited to the County and 

SWFWMD. No Owner shall fill, dike, rip-rap, block, divert or change the established 

wetlands, wetland buffers, lakes, ponds, retention areas or drainage facilities that have been 

or may be created by easement, plat or otherwise, or as set forth in any government regulation 

or use restriction without the prior written consent of Developer and the applicable agencies. 

Developer has approved plans for the initial development of the buildable portion of the 

Centres Parcel, including, without limitation, those plans relating to drainage facilities. 

d. No garbage, trash, refuse or rubbish shall be deposited, dumped or kept upon any part of the 

Plaza except in closed containers, dumpsters or other garbage collection facilities which shall 

be screened from view and kept in a clean condition with no obnoxious offensive odors 

emanating therefrom. Excepted from the foregoing shall be all construction debris upon any 

portion of the Plaza owned by Developer, its successors, assigns or designees, or upon the 

Centres Parcel or SunTrust Parcel, through the period of construction of Improvements upon 

the Plaza. 
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e. Owners, together with their respective tenants, employees, agents and invitees shall comply 

with all government regulations pertaining to the ownership and use of the Lots or Units, 

including, but not limited to, all laws, rules and regulations pertaining to the use, storage, 

transporting, release and disposal of hazardous waste and hazardous substances, as defined 

by federal, state and local laws. 

f. Nothing shall be stored, constructed within or removed from the Common Areas and there 

shall not be placed upon or within the Common Areas, or any portion thereof, any buildings, 

structures, improvements, barriers, fences, walls or other items which would impede, impair, 

affect or change the intended use of the Common Areas. No portion of the Common Areas 

shall be blocked or barricaded except: (i) for temporary periods during the construction of the 

improvements designed, as of this date, to be contained within or a part of the Common Areas; 

and (ii) as to the Access Roadway, for temporary periods during the construction of 

improvements, so long as reasonable alternative ingress and egress is provided. Any 

construction activity within the Common Areas shall be pursued and completed in a 

reasonably diligent manner. 

g. Nothing shall be done or kept on the Common Areas that will increase the rate of insurance 

on any property insured by the Developer, Centres or the Association. 

h. No pets or other animals shall be kept or raised upon any portion of the Plaza; provided 

however, any Owner or tenant operating a pet store or veterinary clinic (if, under applicable 

laws, rules and regulations, such use is a permitted use for such Parcel) shall have the right 

to keep animals for resale to the public or treatment, as applicable, inside the building in 

which the pet store or veterinary clinic is contained but not outside of such building. Except 

as permitted by law or for temporary periods of time during transport, pets shall be prohibited 

from all portions of the Common Areas. By the purchase of a Parcel, each Owner 

automatically agrees to indemnify the Developer and Association and hold it harmless against 

loss or liability of any kind arising from its having any animal within the Plaza. 

i. Except for the main pylon sign for the Plaza to be located and designed in accordance with 

the illustration as shown on the attached Exhibit "D," no sign, advertising or notice, or pylon, 

monument or other sign shall be permitted on the Common Areas. Notwithstanding anything 

to the contrary contained in this Declaration, except within the Common Areas or within any 

Parcel not owned by Developer, Developer reserves the right for itself and its designees to 

place and maintain signs in connection with construction, marketing, sales and rental of Lots, 

Units or Improvements thereon and identifying or informational signs anywhere on the Plaza. 

j. No weeds, underbrush or other unsightly growth shall be permitted to grow or remain upon 

any portion of the Plaza, and no refuse or unsightly objects shall be allowed to be placed or 

permitted to remain anywhere thereon; however, an Owner constructing Improvements upon 

its Parcel may allow construction debris to accumulate or be stored so long as it does not 

present a hazard and same is removed from time to time. All lawns, landscaping and sprinkler 

systems, parking lots, parking structures, lighting, signage, storage areas, loading and 

receiving docks shall be kept in a good, clean, neat and attractive condition. Each Owner shall 

keep that portion of the Plaza and other Improvements upon such Owner's Parcel in a good, 

safe, clean, neat and attractive condition, and all Improvements thereon or for which 
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construction has been commenced shall be completed and maintained in a finished, and 

attractive condition (or razed and the debris removed from the Parcel). Notwithstanding 

anything to the contrary contained in this Declaration, (i) the initial construction of the 

Common Area Improvements shall be performed by Developer at its cost (subject to any 

separate reimbursement agreement between Developer and other Owners), and (ii) the 

maintenance, repair and replacement obligations set forth in this Declaration which relate to, 

or involve, the Common Areas and Improvements thereon, shall be fulfilled by the 

Association. Upon the failure of an Owner or tenant (the "Defaulting Owner") to maintain 

its Parcel or to complete or maintain Improvements or any portion thereof ,as aforesaid and 

in accordance with the terms of this Declaration, and upon such Owner's failure to make such 

corrections as may be necessary within thirty (30) days after receipt, by such Owner, of 

written notice specifying, in reasonable detail, such failure and referencing the provisions of 

this Declaration which provide for the maintenance obligations which have not been fulfilled 

(which written notice does not, except as to the Centres Parcel, have to be given in advance 

in the case of emergency, in which event the Developer or the Association may without any 

prior notice directly and immediately remedy the problem), the Developer or the Association 

may, upon notice to the Defaulting Owner, enter upon such Parcel and make such 

improvements or corrections as may be reasonably necessary to correct the situation 

(including removal of an Improvement if same is in violation of this Declaration), the cost of 

which shall be paid by the Defaulting Owner. If the Defaulting Owner fails to make payment 

within fifteen (15) days after requested to do so, then the amount of payment requested shall, 

upon the recordation of a claim therefor in the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida, 

become a lien upon the Defaulting Owner's Parcel, effective upon (and with priority from) the 

date of recordation. Following compliance with the provisions of this paragraph, such entry 

by the Developer or Association or its or their agents shall not be a trespass, and by the 

acceptance of a deed for a portion of the Plaza, such Owner has expressly given the Developer 

or Association the continuing permission to do so, which permission may not be revoked. 

Except for construction upon the Centres Parcel, once construction has commenced on an 

Improvement, if prior to completion thereof work on such Improvement stops for more than 

ninety (90) out of any one hundred twenty (120) day period, it shall be conclusively deemed 

that the Owner has failed to complete such Improvement. 

k. No person shall be permitted to keep any vehicle within the Plaza that is deemed, under 

applicable law, rules or regulations, to be a nuisance or which is in violation of any Rules (as 

defined below). No vehicles shall be permitted to be parked within the Common Areas. 

Developer shall not be responsible for any damage or theft to vehicles or the contents thereof 

parked anywhere within the Plaza. No maintenance or repair shall be performed on any 

vehicles within the Plaza except in an emergency situation. All such emergency repairs to 

disabled vehicles in the Plaza must be completed within twenty-four (24) hours from the 

immobilization thereof or the vehicle must be removed from the Plaza. 

1. No Improvement or installation of a temporary character including, but not limited to, trailer, 

tent, shack, shed, barn, or out-building shall be erected within the Plaza at any time, without 

prior written consent of the Developer or Association. Excepted from the foregoing shall be 

temporary structures used by the Owner of any Parcel, for construction purposes, provided 

such temporary structure shall be removed promptly upon completion of construction on such 

Parcel. 
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m. Nothing may or shall be done on the Plaza which may be or may become a nuisance under 

applicable laws, rules or regulations. No obnoxious, unpleasant, unsightly or offensive 

activity shall be carried on, nor may anything be done, which can, under applicable laws, rules 

or regulations, be reasonably construed to constitute a nuisance, public or private in nature. 

n. Each Owner and its Permittees shall be bound by and abide by this Declaration. 

o. Unless contested in good faith, with reasonable diligence and in accordance with applicable 

law, rules and regulations, all Owners shall comply with all governmental regulations, of 

whatsoever kind or nature, applicable to or affecting in any way any portion of, or use of, the 

portion of the Plaza within their Parcels. 

p. The failure of Developer to object to an Owner's or other person's failure to comply with the 

covenants or restrictions contained herein or any other documents (including, to the extent 

provided in this Declaration, the Rules now or hereafter promulgated by Developer or 

Association) shall in no event be deemed a waiver of the provisions of such documents. The 

provisions of this Article shall be considered waived to the extent that a waiver of such 

provisions is necessary and appropriate to permit the Owner of a Parcel to engage in the 

construction activities required for the normal and proper development of same as such 

activities have been permitted by the Developer. 

q. No structures. Improvements or other installations shall be constructed or placed on any 

Parcel except in compliance with the Design Standards. This provision does not apply to the 

Hess Parcel or the SunTrust Parcel. 

r. Except as hereafter provided in the last sentence of this subparagraph, no Parcel within the 

Plaza, shall be leased, rented, occupied, used or permitted to be occupied or used for or as a 

supermarket, convenience food store, liquor store or for the sale of packaged or fresh seafood, 

meat or poultry for off-premises consumption; or for the sale of packaged or fresh produce 

or vegetables for off-premises consumption; or for the sale of dairy products for off-premises 

consumption; or for the sale of packaged or fresh bakery products for off-premises 

consumption, including incidental sales in connection with restaurant operation; or for the sale 

of grocery items or any of them. Nothing herein shall restrict the Owner of Lot 4 from 

imposing, within Lot 4 or any subdivided portion thereof, restrictions on the sale of goods or 

services or uses. The foregoing restrictions do not apply to the Centres Parcel, the Hess 

Parcel, or the SunTrust Parcel. 

s. All deliveries and truck loading and unloading shall be prohibited between the hours of 10:00 

p.m. and 7:00 a.m. 

Section 2. Rules. 

The Developer and Association shall have the right to promulgate and impose reasonable and non- 

discriminatory rules and regulations and thereafter to modify, alter, amend, rescind and augment any of the 

same with respect to the use, operation and enjoyment of all or a portion of the Common Area and any 

Improvements located thereon ("Rules"); however, no Rules shall be binding upon the Owner of the Centres 

Parcel or its Permittees, the Owner of the Hess Parcel or its Permittees, the Owner of the SunTrust Parcel or 

its Permittees, or the Centres Parcel, Hess Parcel, or SunTrust Parcel without the prior written approval of the 
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Owners of the Centres Parcel, Hess Parcel and SunTrust Parcel (which approval may be given or denied in 

each such Owner's sole discretion). 

Section 3. Repair After Casualty. 

Except as to the Centres Parcel, in the event any Improvement upon a Parcel is damaged or destroyed 

by casualty, hazard or other loss, then, the Owner of the Parcel shall notify Developer within ninety (90) days 

after the casualty loss of its development plans. The Owner shall thereafter diligently pursue required 

governmental authorizations and proceed within a reasonable time period after receipt of such authorizations 

to either rebuild or remove the damaged Improvement and grass over the Parcel. In the event any Improvement 

upon the Centres Parcel is damaged or destroyed by casualty, hazard or other loss, then, within a reasonable 

period of time thereafter, the Owner thereof shall either (i) commence to rebuild or repair the damaged 

Improvement and diligently continue such rebuilding or repairing activities to completion, or (ii) clear the 

damaged Improvement and grass over and landscape such in a sightly manner. 

Section 4. Completion of Construction. 

Once the construction of any Improvement is begun, work thereon must be prosecuted diligently and 

completed within a reasonable time (provided, however, that the foregoing shall, as to the Centres Parcel, be 

subject to matters beyond the reasonable control of the Owner thereof). Except as to the Centres Parcel, if for 

any reason work is discontinued or there is no substantial progress toward completion for ninety (90) days in 

any one hundred twenty (120) day period. Developer shall have the right to notify the Owner of its intentions 

to enter the Parcel and take such steps as might be required to correct the undesirable appearance or existence 

of the Improvement including, but not limited to, demolition or removal thereof, or pursue any of the remedies 

under this Declaration. In the event of such action by Developer, the Owner shall be liable for all costs and 

attorneys' fees incurred by Developer as to such action, which shall be a continuing lien against said Parcel. 

Notwithstanding anythingto the contrary inthis Section 4, Developer's rights under this Sectionto correct the 

appearance of an Improvement that is under construction are limited to (i) situations where an Improvement 

is only partially-constructed and completion thereof has been stopped or delayed as set forth above, and/or (ii) 

Improvements that are under construction and do not comply with the provisions of this Declaration, the Rules, 

the Design Standards orthe approvals obtained from Developer pursuantto Article in. Section 7, or otherwise. 

Section 5. Exculpation. 

Developer, or any of its agents may grant, withhold or deny its consent, permission or approval in any 

instance where its consent, permission or approval is permitted or required and without any liability of any 

nature or kind to Owner or any other person for any reasons whatsoever and shall be indemnified and held 

harmless by such Owner or other person from any and all damages resulting therefrom, including, but not 

limited to, court costs and reasonable attorneys' fees. Every consent, permission or approval by the Developer 

or its respective representatives, agents or designees under this Declaration shall be in writing and binding upon 

all persons (unless such writing specifically limits the scope of the consent, permission or approval). Where 

the consent, permission or approval of Developer is required by this Declaration, such consent, permission or 

approval shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. 

Section 6. Subdivision and Regulation of Land. 

Except for the Centres Parcel, no portion of the Plaza or a Parcel shall be divided or subdivided 

without the prior written consent of Developer, who may impose certain requirements on an Owner as a 
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
