2005, Manatee County aided the Manatee County Housing Authority in acquiring
Parcel 1 (the most western parcel) for the development of affordable housing.
However the Housing Authority was unable to obtain a rezone, and the project was
never developed.

2006, Ordinance PDR-05-66(Z)(P) with a Preliminary Site Plan (PSP) changed the
zoning from A-1 to PDR for a 228-unit residential project that contained 25% affordable
housing was approved on the three eastern parcels (Parcels 2, 3, and 4). The FSP
was issued but the project was abandoned after two residential structures were built.
2007, the BCC executed a LURA for the construction of a 228 dwelling unit single-
family development for Parcels 2,3 and 4. The LURA was extended in 2013, but the
project was never built, and the LURA was terminated in 2024.

2020, Parcel 3 was acquired by Manatee County via Escheatment Tax Deed and was
declared as surplus property under Resolution R-23-124.

2022, Parcel 1 was acquired by Manatee County and was declared as surplus
property by the BCC in 2023.

MAPS & DISCUSSION

History
The subject property consists of four parcels totaling approximately 29.838 acres.

Each parcel is labelled Parcel 1 through Parcel 4 in the figure below. Parcel 1 and Parcel 3 are owned by Manatee
County, Parcel 4 and Parcel 2 are owned by Aimena Proertles
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Since the adoption of the Manatee County Comprehenswe an (1 989) and the Land Development Code (LDC) in 1990,
the entire site has been designated within the RES-3 Future Land Use Category (FLUC).

The 1981 Zoning Map shows the subject parcels zoned as A-1 and One Family Residential District (R-1D). Since the
adoption of the LDC in 1990, Parcel 1 was zoned as RSF-1 and partially A-1. Parcels 2, 3, and 4 were zoned A-1 until
2006.

Parcel 2: PID 775100159, Parcel 3: PID 775100119, Parcel 4: PID 775100209

A rezone to PDR was approved on the three eastern parcels of the project site in 2006. Ordinance PDR-05-66(Z)(P)
with a Preliminary Site Plan (PSP) changed the zoning from A-1 to PDR for a 228-unit residential project that contained
25% affordable housing (57 affordable dwelling units). The Final Site Plan (FSP) was issued on July 19, 2006
(DTS#20060231). A plat was completed on December 12, 2006, but was never fully recorded, which may help explain
the unusual parcel structure of the site. The site began development and completed only the first two residential
structures before the Financial Crisis of 2008 caused the project to be abandoned.

On June 19, 2007, the Board of County Commissioners executed a Land Use and Deed Restriction Agreement (LURA)
with Avignon Holdings, LLC., for the construction of a single-family development consisting of 228 dwelling units for
which 25% or 57 units would be labeled as Affordable Housing Units. On September 23, 2009, the Board of County
Commissioners executed an amendment to the LURA to extend the construction commencement date for the Project
to coincide with the Certificate of Level of Service (CLOS) which was due to expire on January 16, 2012.
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On February 1, 2013, the Board of County 2026 Google Maps Imagery of on-site residential structures that will be demolished.
Commissioners  executed a  second s ‘ :
amendment to the LURA to extend the
construction start date for the Project, to
coincide with the February 1, 2024 extension
of CLOS which was due to expire on
December 8, 2015. The project was never
built out and eventually Avignon Holdings,
LLC. was dissolved. The LURA for Villages of
Avignon was terminated January 22, 2024.
The two residential structures that were built
will be demolished by the applicant as part of
this Project.

Parcel 3 - PID 775100119

On December 14, 2020, Parcel 3 was acquired by Manatee County via Escheatment Tax Deed recorded as Instrument
Number 202041137837 of the Public Records of Manatee County Florida. Under Resolution R-23-124 the Board
declared Parcel 3 as surplus property and in 2023 authorized its sale. This property is completely surrounded by Parcel
2, which is privately owned. The unique nature of this parcel is an important factor in understanding the forthcoming sale
of this surplus property that needs to happen in order to make this project work.

Parcel 1 - PID 778300109

On July 14, 2005, Manatee County aided the Manatee County Housing Authority in acquiring Parcel 1, 28th Street Court
East, Palmetto, Florida, for the development of affordable housing using a $200,000 Community Development Block
Grant and a $200,000 HOME Investment Partnership Program Grant, under a project known as “CDBG/MCHA — La
Estancia”. The Housing Authority and the County entered into the CDBG and HOME Subrecipient Funding Agreement
to provide the Housing Authority with funding for the acquisition. In the Subrecipient Agreement, the Housing Authority
agreed to complete construction of affordable housing units on or before September 30, 2007. Simultaneously, the
Housing Authority and the County entered into a LURA to ensure long-term affordability of the units.

Due to the Housing Authority’s inability to obtain a rezone of the site, the project was never developed. To date, nothing
has been constructed on the property and the Housing Authority requested that the County enter into an interlocal
agreement to allow a conveyance of the property back to the County in lieu of repayment of funds. With this action, the
County released the First Mortgage recorded in Official Records Book 2010, Page 1841 of the Public Records of
Manatee County, Florida, and terminated the existing LURA recorded in Official Records Book 2040, Page 1848-1853
of the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida.

On September 7, 2022, Manatee County acquired Parcel 1 via a Warranty Deed from the Manatee County Housing
Authority recorded as Instrument Number 202241078866 of the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida. The Board
of County Commissioners adopted Resolution R-23-125 declaring Parcel 1 as surplus property and authorizing its sale
on July 25, 2023.

In accordance with HUD Regulations, Manatee County must reimburse its CDBG program account from non-federal
funds in an amount equal to the current market value of the property less any portion of the value attributable to
expenditures in non-CDBG funds for the acquisition of the property. The amount reimbursed is treated as program
income. Since 50% of the property was attributable to CDBG funds, 50% of current fair market value must be reimbursed.
Current fair market value at that time was $1.4 million, resulting in $720,000 being reimbursed on August 13, 2024 as
part of Resolution-24-154. Following this reimbursement, the property is no longer subjected to CDBG requirements.

Parcels 1 and 3

Both properties were advertised together under an Invitation to Negotiate in August 2023. SimplyDwell Homes, LLC,
submitted the only proposal to purchase the properties. The original proposal included 102 units; there is no requirement
that the project be brought forth to the Board of County Commissioners exactly as originally proposed.
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Initially, a contract for Sale and Purpose was entered between Manatee County and SimplyDwell Homes LLC in the
amount of $1.4 Million.

In order to have a clear title, be able to purchase Parcel 3, and settle any outstanding bond claims on Parcels 2 and 4,
SimplyDwell Homes, LLC would need to satisfy two outstanding bonds attached to the property from the previous
planned development. The amount of these bonds was unknown prior to having a fully executed contract due to the
bond companies’ unwillingness to release information absent of a full contract.

Upon having a contract, SimplyDwell Homes, LLC was able to identify those outstanding bond amounts, the total
exceeding $1 million. Due to the high cost of satisfying those bonds in relation to the proposed purchase price,
SimplyDwell Homes, LLC, requested to reduce the purchase price of Parcel 1 to one dollar. SimplyDwell Homes, LLC,
is currently under contract with the owner of Parcel 2 and Parcel 4 to allow for the bond issues to be resolved. The
contract was reduced to $10.00 and was given an extension until March 31, 2026 to deal with the bond issues.

The contract of sale between SimplyDwell Homes, LLC and Manatee County for Parcels 1 and 3 is contingent on the
approval of this Rezone and the concurrent Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment.

Analysis: The proposed development may demonstrate consistency with the Manatee County Comprehensive Plan and
compliance with the applicable standards of review found in the LDC. Additional compliance with the applicable
standards for review found in the LDC which are not depicted in the GDP shall be conducted at time of PSP/FSP.

A concurrent application
is proposed by the applicant for a Privately-Initiated, Small-Scale Comprehensive Plan amendment, per
ORDINANCE 26-29 / PA-25-08 / PLN2508-0053, to change the FLUC to RES-9. The proposed development is
consistent with the proposed Future Land Use Map amendment as well as all other applicable portions of the
Comprehensive Plan.

Conflicts with Existing or Planned Public Improvements.
Analysis: There are no public improvements that conflict with this project.

Available of public facilities, based upon a consideration of the following factors:

1. Impact on the traffic characteristics, specifically trip generation potential.
Analysis: As analyzed in the Multimodal Site Access and Safety Analysis (MSASA), the proposed
development is anticipated to generate 118 net, new trips in the p.m. peak-hour. The increase in traffic due
to the proposed development is not anticipated to create deficient roadway segments.

Analysis: The project is consistent with other residential single-family developments in the area. The project is
being proposed at a higher density than nearby development but maintains a similar size and scale to other
projects in the vicinity.

Analysis: The proposed PDR Zoning District can be seen to be a logical expansion of the existing zoning district
paradigm given the established land use pattern in the area.

Impact on Historic Resources.

Analysis: Per the Environmental Narrative prepared by Kimley-Horn, there are no known historical resources
located within the subject project area. Any significant historical or archeological resources discovered during
development activities shall be immediately reported to the Florida Department of State’s Division of Historical
Resources, and treatment of such resources shall be determined in cooperation with the Division of Historical
Resources and the County. The final determination of significance shall be made in conjunction with the Florida
Department of State’s Division of Historical Resources and the County.

Environmental Impacts.

Analysis: No impacts on protected native species present on the Property are expected. The project proposes
to impact 2.16-acre of excavated surface water ditches and ponds. Impacts to these surface water features do
not require avoidance and minimization pursuant to F.A.C. 62-330.051. Additionally, surface water ditches and
ponds excavated from uplands do not require avoidance, minimization, or mitigation pursuant to the SWFWMD

A. Physical Characteristics of the Site; Relation to Surrounding Property.
Analysis: The subject property is 29.838 acres in size and suitable for development. The current site is
comprised of four parcels, two that are owned by Manatee County and two owned by Almena Properties LLC.
Per the Environmental Narrative, dated July 2025 by Kimley Horn, there are 1.03 acres of wetlands on site. The
site has historically been used for agriculture. Wetlands and other surface waters observed onsite include Exotic
Wetland Hardwoods (1.10 acres), Streams and Waterways (0.83 acres) and Reservoirs (1.55 acres). There is
some light industry to the east of the project.

B. Relation to Public Utilities, Facilities and Services.
Analysis: All required public utilities, facilities, and services are within a reasonable proximity to the project site.
This will be further analyzed by Concurrency and School Board staff when a is applied for with the next approval
process of a PSP/FSP.

C. Relation to Major Transportation Facilities.

Analysis: The site is located along the south side of 28th Street Court East, between 16th Avenue East (Canal

Road) and 24th Avenue East. The project will impact the following thoroughfare roadways, adjacent to the

project site:

e 24th Avenue East is an existing two-lane road with a 30-mph posted speed. It is designated as a two-lane
collector roadway with a planned ROW width of 50-feet in the Comprehensive Plan’s Future Traffic
Circulation Plan.

o 28th Street Court East is an existing two-lane road with a 30-mph posted speed. It is designated as a two-
lane collector roadway with a planned ROW width of 84-feet in the Comprehensive Plan’s Future Traffic
Circulation Plan.

D. Compatibility.
Analysis: The proposed rezoning is consistent with surrounded land types and will not negatively impact other
surrounding land uses.

E. Transitions.
Analysis: This proposed rezone will transition from A-1 and RSF to PDR.

F. Design Quality.
Analysis: The proposed GDP complies with the required provisions of the LDC and is consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan.

G. Relationship to Adjacent Property.
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Analysis: Adequate buffers and design elements are included to promote site compatibility with the adjacent
properties.

H. Access.
Analysis: There will be three access points proposed with the GDP. The main access and an emergency access
are along 28th Street Court East. A secondary access is from 16th Avenue East (Canal Road).

. Streets, Drives, Parking and Service Areas.

Analysis: All aspects of vehicular and non-vehicular infrastructure will be designed and maintained in
accordance with Manatee County standards and regulations to ensure safe travel and integration. Additional
review will be conducted at time of PSP/FSP submittal. The applicant will be required to provide two parking
spaces for each dwelling unit. Parking will be provided in attached garages and driveways with additional spaces
provided on the internal roadway for guests and other visitors. The applicant is proposing a total of 681 parking
spaces, approximately 3.34 parking spaces per household. The applicant will have to justify the reason for the
overparking on the site at PSP/FSP.

J. Pedestrian Systems.
Analysis: Sidewalks and pedestrian systems are not shown on the GDP submitted by the applicant. Staff will
review for compliance at time of PSP/FSP.

K. Natural and Historic Features, Conservation and Preservation Areas.
Analysis: No wetland impacts are proposed, no historic features exist on the site, no conservation or preservation
areas exist on the site.

L. Density/Intensity.
Analysis: The proposed gross density is 6.83 DU/GA. The applicant is submitting a concurrent request to modify
the FLUC from RES-3 to RES-9 to accommodate greater density. This density is found in the area, and there is
RES-9 approved projects in the vicinity. The current density of RES-3 is greater than many of the surrounding
single-family homes. This area has a diversity of housing options and land use types.

M. Height.
Analysis: The project is proposing a maximum height of 2-stories for residential single-family uses. Each floor
shall be measured for consistency with LDC Section 401.3.D.5, Building Height.

N. Fences and Screening.
Analysis: The proposed buffers, screening, and open space are consistent with the LDC. The project will not be
required to have fencing. Existing fencing from the prior project does exist on the site but is expected to be
demolished along with the abandoned buildings on site.

LDC SECTION 402.7.D. — Planned Development Residential
1. Site Planning.
Analysis: The site planning in the proposed development appears to take into consideration adequate buffering
as required. The proposed development is oriented inward around a proposed improved internal roadway.

2. Landscaped Open Space and Pervious Area Requirements
Analysis: The required amount of open space is 25% (7.46 acres) and the proposed open space is
61% (18.32 acres), well exceeding the established requirement. The site contains 1.03 acres of wetland and
4.17 acres of stormwater management areas.

3. Yards and Setbacks:
Analysis: The proposed setbacks for this development are as follows:
Residential Front: 23 feet
Residential Side: 20 feet
Residential Rear: 15 feet
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4. Building Height:
Analysis: The maximum building height proposed with this development is 2-stories.

All dumpsters, compactors, and other utility equipment shall be screened with a 6-foot high wall constructed
with building materials consistent with the principal building(s). Compliance shall be verified with review of
the building permit.

The applicant shall provide a focal point for the development, in compliance with Land Development Code
Section 402.7.D.4, at time of Preliminary or Final Site Plan.

Final Site Plan review and approval is required for recreational area(s) and any proposed amenities. Any
structures and/or uses shall comply with the Land Development Code requirements for parking, screening
buffer (recreational use to single family), structure height, signage, etc. Recreation Area structure(s) shall
have a minimum setback of 20 feet from property lines.

A 2-foot separation from the internal edge of the sidewalk to the property line shall be provided for all
proposed front-loaded garage units to ensure a 25-foot separation from the sidewalk to the garage.

B. ENVIRONMENTAL

All other applicable state or federal permits shall be obtained prior to commencement of development.
There are no impacts to jurisdictional wetlands or wetland buffers being approved by the adoption of this
Ordinance.

The landward extent of wetlands shall be determined in accordance with Chapter 62-340 of the Florida
Administrative Code. If the Southwest Florida Water Management Districts (SWFWMD) Formal
Determination of Wetlands and Other Surface Waters identifies a greater wetland acreage than indicated in
the General Development Plan, the project's maximum density may be subject to a reduction at time of Final
Site Plan submittal in accordance with the Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Code. The project’s
maximum density shall be contingent upon SWFWMD's Formal Determination of Wetlands and Other
Surface Waters for the site.

No lots shall be platted through post-development wetlands, wetland buffers, or upland preservation areas.
A Well Management Plan for the proper protection and abandonment of existing wells shall be submitted to
the EPS for review and approval prior to recommencing construction activities. The Well Management Plan
shall include the following information:

o Digital photographs of the well along with nearby reference structures (if existing);

e GPS coordinates (latitude/longitude) of the well;

o The methodology used to secure the well during construction (e.g. fence, tape); &

e The final disposition of the well - used, capped, or plugged.

Irrigation for landscaping shall use the lowest water quality source available, which shall be identified on the
Final Site Plan. Use of Manatee County public potable water supply shall be prohibited.

C. DEVELOPMENT REVIEW

Connection to the County water and wastewater system is required pursuant to the Manatee County
Comprehensive Plan. The cost of connection, including the design, permitting and construction of off-site
extensions of lines, shall be the responsibility of the Applicant. Such off-site extension shall be designed
and constructed in accordance with the applicable County Master Plan. The connection shall be designed,
engineered and permitted by the Applicant consistent with Manatee County Public Works Standards and
approved by County Engineer through the Development Services review process for the project.
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2. The proposed General Development Plan (GDP) does not have a utility master plan for potable water,

wastewater, and reclaimed water demonstrating build-out needs and the adequacy of existing Manatee
County infrastructure to meet the GDP proposed Build-Out condition.

Connection to the County potable water, wastewater, and reclaimed water is required pursuant to the
Manatee County Comprehensive Plan.

Potable water, wastewater, and reclaimed water infrastructure at or above ground level (i.e. water meters,
fire hydrants, blow-off assemblies, backflow devices, sewer cleanouts, manholes, lift stations) dedicated to
Manatee County shall be elevated to a minimum of 1-foot above the existing effective map for Category 1
storm surge line as established by a Sea, Lake, and Overland Surges from Hurricanes (SLOSH)
computerized storm surge model, demonstrate compliance through the construction plan and Final Site Plan
(FSP) submittal to Manatee County Public Works Department for approval.

The project will need to be built to the Manatee County Utility, Stormwater, and Highway & Traffic Standards
that are current at the time of construction.

D. STORMWATER ENGINEERING

The location and type of the proposed
accesses are subject to change dependent on the Intersection functional area, intersection sight distance,
turn lane length requirements, roadway geometry and other operational and safety considerations.
At the time of final site plan submittal access spacing and design shall meet the requirements of the Manatee
County Public Works Standards Part 3, Highway and Traffic Standards Manual (BOCC Approved April 26,
2022) Section 3.7 Access and Driveways.

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MAPS & DISCUSSION

History
The subject property consists of four parcels totaling approximately 29.838 acres.

Each parcel is labelled Parcel 1 through Parcel 4 in the figure below. Parcel 1 and Parcel 3 are owned by Manatee
County, Parcel 4 and Parcel 2 are owned by Almena Properties.
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Since the adoption of the Manatee County Comprehensive Plan (1989) and the Land Development Code (LDC) in 1990,

the entire site has been designated within the RES-3 Future Land Use Category (FLUC).

The 1981 Zoning Map shows the subject parcels zoned as A-1 and One Family Residential District (R-1D). Since the
adoption of the LDC in 1990, Parcel 1 was zoned as RSF-1 and partially A-1. Parcels 2, 3, and 4 were zoned A-1 until
2006.

Parcel 2: PID 775100159, Parcel 3: PID 775100119, Parcel 4: PID 775100209

A rezone to PDR was approved on the three eastern parcels of the project site in 2006. Ordinance PDR-05-66(Z)(P)
with a Preliminary Site Plan (PSP) changed the zoning from A-1 to PDR for a 228-unit residential project that contained
25% affordable housing (57 affordable dwelling units). The Final Site Plan (FSP) was issued on July 19, 2006
(DTS#20060231). A plat was completed on December 12, 2006, but was never fully recorded, which may help explain
the unusual parcel structure of the site. The site began development and completed only the first two residential
structures before the Financial Crisis of 2008 caused the project to be abandoned.

On June 19, 2007, the Board of County Commissioners executed a Land Use and Deed Restriction Agreement (LURA)
with Avignon Holdings, LLC., for the construction of a single-family development consisting of 228 dwelling units for
which 25% or 57 units would be labeled as Affordable Housing Units. On September 23, 2009, the Board of County
Commissioners executed an amendment to the LURA to extend the construction commencement date for the Project
to coincide with the Certificate of Level of Service (CLOS) which was due to expire on January 16, 2012.
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On February 1, 2013, the Board of County 2026 Google Maps Imagery of on-site residential structures that will be demolished.
Commissioners  executed a  second : T SR
amendment to the LURA to extend the
construction start date for the Project, to
coincide with the February 1, 2024 extension
of CLOS which was due to expire on
December 8, 2015. The project was never
built out and eventually Avignon Holdings,
LLC. was dissolved. The LURA for Villages of
Avignon was terminated January 22, 2024.
The two residential structures that were built
will be demolished by the applicant as part of
this Project.

Parcel 3 - PID 775100119

On December 14, 2020, Parcel 3 was acquired by Manatee County via Escheatment Tax Deed recorded as Instrument
Number 202041137837 of the Public Records of Manatee County Florida. Under Resolution R-23-124 the Board
declared Parcel 3 as surplus property and in 2023 authorized its sale. This property is completely surrounded by Parcel
2, which is privately owned. The unique nature of this parcel is an important factor in understanding the forthcoming sale
of this surplus property that needs to happen in order to make this project work.

Parcel 1 - PID 778300109

On July 14, 2005, Manatee County aided the Manatee County Housing Authority in acquiring Parcel 1, 28th Street Court
East, Palmetto, Florida, for the development of affordable housing using a $200,000 Community Development Block
Grant and a $200,000 HOME Investment Partnership Program Grant, under a project known as “CDBG/MCHA — La
Estancia”. The Housing Authority and the County entered into the CDBG and HOME Subrecipient Funding Agreement
to provide the Housing Authority with funding for the acquisition. In the Subrecipient Agreement, the Housing Authority
agreed to complete construction of affordable housing units on or before September 30, 2007. Simultaneously, the
Housing Authority and the County entered into a LURA to ensure long-term affordability of the units.

Due to the Housing Authority’s inability to obtain a rezone of the site, the project was never developed. To date, nothing
has been constructed on the property and the Housing Authority requested that the County enter into an interlocal
agreement to allow a conveyance of the property back to the County in lieu of repayment of funds. With this action, the
County released the First Mortgage recorded in Official Records Book 2010, Page 1841 of the Public Records of
Manatee County, Florida, and terminated the existing LURA recorded in Official Records Book 2040, Page 1848-1853
of the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida.

On September 7, 2022, Manatee County acquired Parcel 1 via a Warranty Deed from the Manatee County Housing
Authority recorded as Instrument Number 202241078866 of the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida. The Board
of County Commissioners adopted Resolution R-23-125 declaring Parcel 1 as surplus property and authorizing its sale
on July 25, 2023.

In accordance with HUD Regulations, Manatee County must reimburse its CDBG program account from non-federal
funds in an amount equal to the current market value of the property less any portion of the value attributable to
expenditures in non-CDBG funds for the acquisition of the property. The amount reimbursed is treated as program
income. Since 50% of the property was attributable to CDBG funds, 50% of current fair market value must be reimbursed.
Current fair market value at that time was $1.4 million, resulting in $720,000 being reimbursed on August 13, 2024 as
part of Resolution-24-154. Following this reimbursement, the property is no longer subjected to CDBG requirements.

Parcels 1 and 3

Both properties were advertised together under an Invitation to Negotiate in August 2023. SimplyDwell Homes, LLC,
submitted the only proposal to purchase the properties. The original proposal included 102 units; there is no requirement
that the project be brought forth to the Board of County Commissioners exactly as originally proposed.
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Initially, a contract for Sale and Purpose was entered between Manatee County and SimplyDwell Homes LLC in the
amount of $1.4 Million.

In order to have a clear title, be able to purchase Parcel 3, and settle any outstanding bond claims on Parcels 2 and 4,
SimplyDwell Homes, LLC would need to satisfy two outstanding bonds attached to the property from the previous
planned development. The amount of these bonds was unknown prior to having a fully executed contract due to the
bond companies’ unwillingness to release information absent of a full contract.

Upon having a contract, SimplyDwell Homes, LLC was able to identify those outstanding bond amounts, the total
exceeding $1 million. Due to the high cost of satisfying those bonds in relation to the proposed purchase price,
SimplyDwell Homes, LLC, requested to reduce the purchase price of Parcel 1 to one dollar. SimplyDwell Homes, LLC,
is currently under contract with the owner of Parcel 2 and Parcel 4 to allow for the bond issues to be resolved. The
contract was reduced to $10.00 and was given an extension until March 31, 2026 to deal with the bond issues.

The contract of sale between SimplyDwell Homes, LLC and Manatee County for Parcels 1 and 3 is contingent on the
approval of this Rezone and the concurrent Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment.

Analysis: The proposed development may demonstrate consistency with the Manatee County Comprehensive Plan and
compliance with the applicable standards of review found in the LDC. Additional compliance with the applicable
standards for review found in the LDC which are not depicted in the GDP shall be conducted at time of PSP/FSP.

A. Compatibility with the existing development pattern and the zoning of nearby properties.
Analysis: The proposed rezoning will not prevent neighboring uses from functioning properly.

The project is comprised mainly of disturbed lands which were historically used for agriculture. Upland habitats
include Open Land (13.76 acres) and Brazilian Pepper (12.6 acres). Although this project failed in 2008, the
eastern parcel had already begun development, had been paved over and roads put in, and otherwise
significantly modified from its natural state.

C. Consistency with the current Comprehensive Plan.
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Analysis: The proposed development is consistent with the proposed Future Land Use Map amendment as well
as all other applicable portions of the Comprehensive Plan. The current FLUC is RES-3. A concurrent application
is proposed by the applicant for a Privately-Initiated, Small-Scale Comprehensive Plan amendment, per
ORDINANCE 26-29 / PA-25-08 / PLN2508-0053, to change the FLUC to RES-9. The proposed development is
consistent with the proposed Future Land Use Map amendment as well as all other applicable portions of the
Comprehensive Plan.

Conflicts with Existing or Planned Public Improvements.
Analysis: There are no public improvements that conflict with this project.

Available of public facilities, based upon a consideration of the following factors:

1. Impact on the traffic characteristics, specifically trip generation potential.
Analysis: As analyzed in the Multimodal Site Access and Safety Analysis (MSASA), the proposed
development is anticipated to generate 118 net, new trips in the p.m. peak-hour. The increase in traffic due
to the proposed development is not anticipated to create deficient roadway segments.

Analysis: The project is consistent with other residential single-family developments in the area. The project is
being proposed at a higher density than nearby development but maintains a similar size and scale to other
projects in the vicinity.

Analysis: The proposed PDR Zoning District can be seen to be a logical expansion of the existing zoning district
paradigm given the established land use pattern in the area.

Impact on Historic Resources.

Analysis: Per the Environmental Narrative prepared by Kimley-Horn, there are no known historical resources
located within the subject project area. Any significant historical or archeological resources discovered during
development activities shall be immediately reported to the Florida Department of State’s Division of Historical
Resources, and treatment of such resources shall be determined in cooperation with the Division of Historical
Resources and the County. The final determination of significance shall be made in conjunction with the Florida
Department of State’s Division of Historical Resources and the County.

Environmental Impacts.

Analysis: No impacts on protected native species present on the Property are expected. The project proposes
to impact 2.16-acre of excavated surface water ditches and ponds.

Types of Allowable Uses and Impact of those on Surrounding Residential Areas.

Analysis: The Property will contain single-family attached townhomes. No significant impacts are expected to
affect surrounding residential areas. Proposed buffers and setbacks will aid in mitigating any potential impacts
as well as the 61% open space provided. Expected impacts to the existing single-family dwelling units south of
the Property will be mitigated by the 15-foot greenbelt buffer encircling the development.

Analysis: N/A.

Analysis: The proposed rezoning to PDR and are found consistent with the applicable criteria of the LDC, with
emphasis on Section 402.6., General Design Requirements for all Planned Development and Section 402.7.,
PDR — Planned Development Residential.

Analysis: The subject property is 29.838 acres in size and suitable for development. The current site is
comprised of four parcels, two that are owned by Manatee County and two owned by Almena Properties LLC.
Per the Environmental Narrative, dated July 2025 by Kimley Horn, there are 1.03 acres of wetlands on site. The
site has historically been used for agriculture. Wetlands and other surface waters observed onsite include Exotic
Wetland Hardwoods (1.10 acres), Streams and Waterways (0.83 acres) and Reservoirs (1.55 acres). There is
some light industry to the east of the project.

Relation to Public Utilities, Facilities and Services.

Analysis: All required public utilities, facilities, and services are within a reasonable proximity to the project site.
This will be further analyzed by Concurrency and School Board staff when a is applied for with the next approval
process of a PSP/FSP.

Relation to Major Transportation Facilities.

Analysis: The site is located along the south side of 28th Street Court East, between 16th Avenue East (Canal

Road) and 24th Avenue East. The project will impact the following thoroughfare roadways, adjacent to the

project site:

e 24th Avenue East is an existing two-lane road with a 30-mph posted speed. It is designated as a two-lane
collector roadway with a planned ROW width of 50-feet in the Comprehensive Plan’s Future Traffic
Circulation Plan.

o 28th Street Court East is an existing two-lane road with a 30-mph posted speed. It is designated as a two-
lane collector roadway with a planned ROW width of 84-feet in the Comprehensive Plan’s Future Traffic
Circulation Plan.

Compatibility.
Analysis: The proposed rezoning is consistent with surrounded land types and will not negatively impact other
surrounding land uses.

Transitions.
Analysis: This proposed rezone will transition from A-1 and RSF to PDR.

Design Quality.
Analysis: The proposed GDP complies with the required provisions of the LDC and is consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan.

Relationship to Adjacent Property.
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Analysis: Adequate buffers and design elements are included to promote site compatibility with the adjacent
properties.

H. Access.
Analysis: There will be three access points proposed with the GDP. The main access and an emergency access
are along 28th Street Court East. A secondary access is from 16th Avenue East (Canal Road).

. Streets, Drives, Parking and Service Areas.

Analysis: All aspects of vehicular and non-vehicular infrastructure will be designed and maintained in
accordance with Manatee County standards and regulations to ensure safe travel and integration. Additional
review will be conducted at time of PSP/FSP submittal. The applicant will be required to provide two parking
spaces for each dwelling unit. Parking will be provided in attached garages and driveways with additional spaces
provided on the internal roadway for guests and other visitors. The applicant is proposing a total of 681 parking
spaces, approximately 3.34 parking spaces per household. The applicant will have to justify the reason for the
overparking on the site at PSP/FSP.

J. Pedestrian Systems.
Analysis: Sidewalks and pedestrian systems are not shown on the GDP submitted by the applicant. Staff will
review for compliance at time of PSP/FSP.

K. Natural and Historic Features, Conservation and Preservation Areas.
Analysis: No wetland impacts are proposed, no historic features exist on the site, no conservation or preservation
areas exist on the site.

L. Density/Intensity.
Analysis: The proposed gross density is 6.83 DU/GA. The applicant is submitting a concurrent request to modify
the FLUC from RES-3 to RES-9 to accommodate greater density. This density is found in the area, and there is
RES-9 approved projects in the vicinity. The current density of RES-3 is greater than many of the surrounding
single-family homes. This area has a diversity of housing options and land use types.

M. Height.
Analysis: The project is proposing a maximum height of 2-stories for residential single-family uses. Each floor
shall be measured for consistency with LDC Section 401.3.D.5, Building Height.

N. Fences and Screening.
Analysis: The proposed buffers, screening, and open space are consistent with the LDC. The project will not be
required to have fencing. Existing fencing from the prior project does exist on the site but is expected to be
demolished along with the abandoned buildings on site.

The final determination of significance shall be made in conjunction with the Florida Department of
State’s Division of Historical Resources and the County. The appropriate treatment of such resources
(potentially including excavation of the site in accordance with the guidelines established by the Florida
Department of State, Division of Historical Resources) must be completed before resource disturbing
activities are allowed to continue. If human remains are encountered, the provisions contained in Chapter
872, Florida Statutes (Offenses Concerning Dead Bodies and Graves) shall be followed.

All dumpsters, compactors, and other utility equipment shall be screened with a 6-foot high wall constructed
with building materials consistent with the principal building(s). Compliance shall be verified with review of
the building permit.

The applicant shall provide a focal point for the development, in compliance with Land Development Code
Section 402.7.D.4, at time of Preliminary or Final Site Plan.

Final Site Plan review and approval is required for recreational area(s) and any proposed amenities. Any
structures and/or uses shall comply with the Land Development Code requirements for parking, screening
buffer (recreational use to single family), structure height, signage, etc. Recreation Area structure(s) shall
have a minimum setback of 20 feet from property lines.

The connection shall be designed,
engineered and permitted by the Applicant consistent with Manatee County Public Works Standards and
approved by County Engineer through the Development Services review process for the project.
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2. The proposed General Development Plan (GDP) does not have a utility master plan for potable water,

wastewater, and reclaimed water demonstrating build-out needs and the adequacy of existing Manatee
County infrastructure to meet the GDP proposed Build-Out condition.

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INTRODUCTION

The Vineyard Creek project area is approximately 29.20 acres in size and is located southwest of the
intersection of 28" Street Court East and 24" Avenue East in Section 07, Township 34 South, Range
18 East, Manatee County, as depicted on the attached Location Map and USGS Quad Map.

The subject parcel is comprised mainly of disturbed lands which were historically used for agriculture.
Upland habitats include open land and disturbed Brazilian pepper habitat. Wetland and other surface
water habitats observed onsite include exotic wetland hardwoods, ponds, and ditches. Please refer to
the attached FLUCCS Map for the locations of habitats within the subject parcel.

The following report addresses items found in the Manatee County Land Development Code (LDC)
Chapter 706 pertaining to wetland and upland habitats on land proposed for rezoning and General
Development Plan (GDP) approval.

METHODOLOGY
The following methods were employed to assess the referenced parcel:

« Field inspection of the site for evidence of wetlands, protected species, or other sensitive
environmental features.

+ Recent and historical aerial photograph interpretation of the subject property.

« Review of the National Wetlands Inventory (NWI) maps.

« Review of the NRCS Web Soil Survey for Manatee County, Florida and documentation
of the soil characteristics on site.

+ Research of Manatee County, and various State and Federal databases regarding
protected wildlife species

EXISTING CONDITIONS

The existing conditions of the project including upland and wetland plant communities were mapped
in accordance with Florida Land Use Cover Forms and Classification System (FLUCCS, Florida
Department of Transportation 1999).

-

Open Land (FLUCCS 190)

The eastern portion of the property is primarily open land with two abandoned townhome structures
located near the northeast corner. Vegetation within this area consists primarily of bahia grass
(Paspaum notatum) and cogon grass (Imperata cylindrica), with scattered pockets of Brazilian pepper
(Schinus terebinthifolia) and cabbage palm (Sabal palmetto).

Brazilian Pepper (FLUCCS 422)

The western portion of the project area is primarily Brazilian pepper growth. Vegetation within this area
is dominated by Brazilian pepper (Schinus terebinthifolia) and also contains live oak (Quercus
virginiana), carrot wood (Cupaniopsis anacardioides), cabbage palm (Sabal palmetto), laurel oak
(Quercus laurifolia), red cedar (Juniperus virginiana), and American elm (Ulmus americana). The
understory and groundcover consist of cogon grass (Imperata cylindrica), Caesar weed (Urena
lobata), ragweed (Ambrosia spp.), Chinese tallow (Triadica sebifera), greenbriar (Smilax spp.), air
potato (Dioscorea bulbifera), and wild coffee (Psychotria nervosa).

Wetland Descriptions

Exotic Wetland Hardwoods (FLUCCS 619)
Vegetation within exotic hardwood wetlands observed onsite consists of a canopy dominated by
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Brazilian pepper (Schinus terebinthifolia) with Carolina willow (Salix caroliniana), laurel oak (Quercus
laurifolia), red maple (Acer rubrum), and cabbage palm (Sabal palmetto). The understory and
groundcover strata include button bush (Cephalanthus occidentalis), rattlebox (Sesbania spp.), burn
weed (Erechtites hieraciifolius), white vervain (Verbana urticifolia), West Indian marsh grass
(Hymenachne amplexicaulis), and Cuban bulrush (Cyperus blepharoleptos).

Reservoirs less than 1 Acre (FLUCCS 534)
The excavated ponds located within the project area are mostly open water and devoid of vegetation.

Agricultural Ditches (FLUCCS 510)
There are several ditches located within the project area that are mostly devoid of vegetation.

LISTED SPECIES

Kimley-Horn has reviewed the subject property for the potential presence of listed species. This review
included field survey and research of available databases for documented listed species presence
relative to the proposed project. Recent on-site evaluations occurred in June 2025.

To assist in determining potential utilization of the subject parcel by listed species, a search of available
databases was conducted including review of Florida Native Areas Inventory (FNAI), U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service (USFWS), and Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) bald eagle
nest locator databases. These database searches revealed no documented utilization of the project
area or areas adjacent to the project area by listed species. The subject parcel is not within any bald
eagle nest protection zones.

In addition to the database searches, scientists with Kimley-Horn have performed numerous field
surveys of the project. The most recent field survey was conducted by Jeb King in June 2025. No
protected species were observed nesting or denning within the onsite habitats. Methodology utilized
to evaluate the site for gopher tortoise was consistent with FFWCC Gopher Tortoise Permitting
Guidelines Appendix 4.

Given the habitats present and the results of the recent listed species review, significant utilization by
listed species is not anticipated, but if listed species are found during construction, appropriate
measures will be taken with State and Federal regulatory agencies.

FNAI Biodiversity Matrix

In addition to the previously listed species evaluations conducted on the site, the FNAI Biodiversity
Matrix was consulted to determine documented, likely, and/or potentially occurring rare animals in the
vicinity of the project area. The most “likely” species to occur in the vicinity of the project as listed by
FNAI (Matrix Units 26837 and 27113) is the Wood Stork (Mycteria americana).

The table below lists both the species that are likely and or have a potential to utilize the project
area, and results of the preliminary and updated surveys.

Bald Eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus)

A search of the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) bald eagle
database was completed to determine whether any known bald eagle nests occur within the
vicinity of the subject parcel. The database revealed that no known bald eagle nest is located
within 660 feet of the parcel. The nearest FWC documented bald eagle nest (MN825) is
located approximately 2.3 miles east of the project area. The subject parcel is not within any
bald eagle nest protection zones. Should a bald eagle nest be located within 660 feet of the
project area, the appropriate USFWS consultation will be needed, and permits acquired, if
necessary.

Wood Stork (Mycteria americana) and Wading Birds

Wood storks inhabit hardwood swamps, sloughs, mangroves, and cypress wetlands, feeding
on small fish, crayfish, and small vertebrates. Breeding occurs from late November to early
March, where individuals nest in colonies often consisting of 100 to 500 nests constructed in
trees situated in standing water. The wood stork is listed as “Endangered” by the USFWS.
There is no evidence of breeding or foraging occurring within the project area. The project is
within the Core Foraging Area (CFA) of the Ayers Point rookery located approximately 2.90
miles northwest of the project area at the mouth of Braden River. Should wood storks be
observed within 0.47 miles of the project area, the appropriate USFWS consultation will need
to occur, and permits acquired, if necessary.

Gopher Tortoise (Gopherus polyphemus)

Kimley-Horn scientists conducted a preliminary survey of the potential gopher tortoise habitat
in June 2025. During this survey no evidence of Gopher Tortoise or burrows was observed
onsite. If potentially occupied burrows are identified, Kimley-Horn recommends a 100 percent
survey of suitable habitat to be conducted ninety (90) days prior to construction and land
clearing within the project area. Should any gopher tortoise burrows be found in or within 25’
of the limits of clearing, a relocation permit from FWC will be obtained to remove all gopher
tortoises within the project area. Manatee County will be copied on any permits necessary for
this project.
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Eastern Indigo Snake (Drymarchon couperi)

The eastern indigo snake is listed as “Threatened” by both the FWS and FWC. The snake
occurs in a range of habitats, including pine flatwoods, scrubby flatwoods, dry prairie, edges
of freshwater marshes, agricultural fields, and human-altered habitats. According to FNAI
data, potential habitat for the eastern indigo snake may be present within the project area.
During the field reviews, no eastern indigo snakes were observed within or adjacent to the
project area. The project will likely implement the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service's (USFWS)
'Standard Protection Measures for the Eastern Indigo Snake' (revised August 12, 2013) in
order to prevent any adverse impacts to this species.

Crested Caracara (Caracara cheriway)

The Florida population of crested caracara inhabits dry or wet prairie areas with scattered
cabbage palms (Sabal palmetto). Breeding occurs from September to April and nests are
constructed in the tops of shrubs or trees. The crested caracara is listed as “Threatened” by
both the FWS and FWC. No evidence of this species foraging or nesting within any of the
onsite habitats was observed within or adjacent to the project area during field reviews and
no suitable nesting habitat was observed on the site.

PROPOSED CONDITIONS
Please see the General Development Plan (GDP) for the proposed conditions of the project prepared
by Morris Engineering.

Other Surface Water Impacts

In total, the project proposes to impact 2.16 acres of excavated surface water ditches and ponds.
Impacts to these surface water features do not require avoidance and minimization pursuantto F.A.C.
62-330.051. Additionally, surface water ditches and ponds excavated from uplands do not require
avoidance, minimization, or mitigation pursuant to the SWFWMD ERP Applicant’'s Handbook Section
10.2.2.

Wetland Buffers

25" average and 15’ minimum wetland buffers are proposed for preserved wetlands within the project
area in their post-development state as shown on the GDP consistent with the requirements of the
SWFWMD ERP Applicant's Handbook Section 10.2.7.

The development is not located within the two-mile walking radius of an existing zoned elementary and high school. At this time,
the School District intends to utilize existing bus stops as student pickup and drop off for the development.

The School District has observed a growing trend of parents driving students to bus stops and parking vehicles near the bus stop.
The School District generally suggests providing a wider roadway near bus stops to accommodate additional parked cars or a
parking area so the bus will be able to safely load/unload students and pass parked cars on the roadway. The School District also
suggests providing a bus shelter, bicycle racks and lighting in the immediate area.

Future circumstances may require a bus to enter a subdivision (i.e. special needs students). The School District recommends
roundabouts and cul-de-sacs provide sufficient radius for a bus turn around. The school buses require 10 feet of roadway and have
a turning radius of 30 to 42.7 feet curb to curb.

Philip DiMaria, AICP, CNU-A, Land Planner; Chris
Kennedy, Environmental Scientist; and Becca Bond, P.E., Traffic Engineer, of Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. were
present at the meeting. Matt Morris, P.E., Civil Engineer, of Morris Engineering and Consulting, LLC, was also present.
Ivory Matthews and Jack Weber, of SimplyDwell Communities, LLC, were in attendance.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST

SimplyDwell Communities, LLC (“Applicant”) hosted a live neighborhood workshop at James Tillman Elementary School to
review the proposed project referred to as “Vineyard Creek.” The project site is located at 2835 22nd Avenue Circle East,
Palmetto, FL 34221 (“Property”). The + 29.84-acre Property consists of four (4) parcels known by Manatee County Parcel
Identification Numbers (PIDs) 775100119, 775100209, 775100159, and 778300109. The Property currently contains two
(2) vacant residential structures that are proposed to be demolished.

We are requesting a rezone for PID 778300109 from A-1 (x 2.30 acres) and Residential Single Family-1 (RSF-1) (+ 13.28
acres) to Planned Development — Residential (PD-R) with an associated General Development Plan (GDP). We are
requesting a Comprehensive Plan Amendment from Residential-3 (RES-3) to Residential-9 (RES-9) for the entire Property.
These applications support the proposed 204-unit single family attached townhome development.

Below are the non-verbatim summary minutes of the discussion.

Questions/Comments Responses

What type of dwelling units are you proposing? | We are proposing single family attached (townhome) units.

What density are you proposing? We are proposing a density of 6.83 dwelling units per acre. This is
well below the 9 dwelling units per acre allowed within the RES-9
Future Land Use.




Questions/Comments

Responses

Where will the entrances to the development be?

There will be one (1) primary entrance on 28" Street Court East with
one (1) secondary entrance on Canal Road. The primary entrance will
be located where the roadway is already existing. There will be an
emergency access entrance onto 28" Street Court East as well.

Will each entrance be full access?

That is correct. The primary and secondary entrances will both allow
residents to enter or exit.

What is an emergency access entrance?

The emergency access entrance will not be used by residents on a
daily basis. It will be gated with access only allowed for emergency
vehicles or during events such as evacuations.

Which entrance will be used for construction?

It is likely that the emergency access entrance will be utilized during
construction.

Where will the stormwater be on the site?

There will be a total of four (4) stormwater management areas within
the development. This is in addition to the two (2) wetland areas
existing on the Property.

Are you impacting the wetlands on the site?

We are not proposing to impact the wetlands on the Property. We will
be providing 30-foot wetland buffers with a 15-foot wetland buffer
setback.

What will be the buffers surrounding the
development? Will there be a fence?

We will be providing a 15-foot greenbelt buffer around the entirety of
the development as well as 20-foot roadway buffers along Canal
Road, 28" Street Court East, and 24" Avenue East. We have not
determined whether a fence will be utilized at this time.

Are you considering a red light at the entrance to
the development off Canal Road?

It is not anticipated that a traffic signal will be warranted at the
proposed site access connection on Canal Road based on the project
trip generation. As required by Manatee County, an operational
analysis of the site access points will be included in the future site
plan application.

Will the units be sold or rented?

It is our intention to sell the units. They will be marketed to first time
home buyers and families.

How will the development be maintained?

We anticipate that there will be a Homeowners Association that will
maintain the development.

This Multimodal Site Access and Safety Analysis (MSASA) has been provided in support of a Rezone with
General Development Plan (GDP) application for the proposed Vineyard Creek development. The
approximately 29.24-acre project site is located south of 28" Street Court East, east of 16" Avenue East,
and west of 24" Avenue East in Palmetto, Florida. The project location map is shown in Figure 1.

The Rezone application proposes to change +/- 2.23 acres of General Agriculture (A-1) and +/- 13.18 acres
of Residential Single Family (RSF-1) to Planned Development Residential (PD-R). The Vineyard Creek
development is proposed to consist of up to 204 single-family attached dwelling units.

Access to the site is proposed to be provided through the following access connection as shown in the
attached GDP:

e One (1) existing access connection along 28" Street Court East (Main Entrance)
e One (1) access connection along 16" Avenue East (Secondary Entrance)

This report is based upon a methodology approved by Manatee County on June 24, 2025. The approved
methodology is attached. The following analysis for the proposed Vineyard Creek development includes
a trip generation estimate, roadway analysis, operational analysis, multimodal evaluation, and safety
analysis.
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Multimodal Site Access and Safety Analysis (MSASA)

Trip Generation
The trip generation potential of the proposed Vineyard Creek development was estimated using

information contained in the Institute of Transportation Engineers’ (ITE) Trip Generation Manual, 11%"
Edition, for Land Use Code (LUC) 215 — Single-Family Attached Housing. As indicated in Table 1, the
proposed Vineyard Creek development is anticipated to generate 118 net, new trips (70 entering/48
exiting) in the p.m. peak-hour. Due to the nature of the proposed land use (i.e., residential), internal
capture and pass-by trips were not considered in this analysis.

Project Trip Distribution

New traffic expected to be generated by the proposed Vineyard Creek development was distributed and
assigned to the adjacent roadway network based upon the Florida Standard Urban Transportation Model
Structure (FSUTMS) E+C network, with the incorporation of the most current socio-economic and network
data sets. Documentation of the FSUTMS project distribution model is attached.

The trip distribution in terms of percentage of trips is shown in Figure 2. The p.m. peak-hour project traffic
is identified in Figure 3.

Scheduled Improvements

Current work programs including the Manatee County Capital Improvement Program (CIP) and Florida
Department of Transportation (FDOT) District One Five Year Work Program were reviewed for
improvements that are scheduled for construction near the project site. Based upon this review, the
following Manatee County CIP projects were identified:

e Canal Rd - US 301 to 17" Street East - Segment 1 (Project #: PJ6094360)

o Design and construct four (4) travel lanes between US 301 to north of 17" Street East.
Includes the realignment of Mendoza Road connecting 37" Street East to 39" Street East
at Canal Road.

e Canal Rd - 17" Street East to 37" Street East - Segment 2 (Project #: PJ6094361)

o Design and construct a functional roadway improvement of Canal Rd from 17t Street East
to 37" Street East. The functional improvement will include 11-foot minimum travel
lanes, bike lanes, shoulders, sidewalks and street lighting. This project is currently under
construction.

For a conservative analysis, the operational and the roadway capacity analyses were conducted based on
the geometry in existing conditions. The CIP projects were not considered in the analysis.

Study Area
For the MSASA, the study area consists of the first accessed designated thoroughfare segment(s) and the

corresponding end point intersections, the site access connections, and all impacted thoroughfares
carrying project traffic equal to or greater than five (5%) percent of their p.m. peak-hour service volumes
(“capacity”) at the adopted level of service (LOS). The net, new project trips were assigned to the County’s
concurrency-maintained roadway network (in Manatee County’s Concurrency Transportation Link Sheets

Existing Traffic Conditions
Analysis of the existing traffic conditions at the study intersections and roadway segments was conducted
to provide a basis of comparison with future scenarios.

Existing Conditions Roadway Analysis

An existing roadway segment analysis was conducted for the study roadway segments. In the analysis of
existing roadway conditions, service volumes included in the Manatee County Concurrency Transportation
Link Sheets (June 2025) were utilized. The results of the existing roadway analysis are summarized in
Table 3 and indicate that the study roadway segments currently operate at an acceptable level of service
relative to the minimum adopted level of service standard for Manatee County. The Manatee County
Concurrency Transportation Link Sheets (June 2025) are attached for reference.

Existing Conditions Intersection Analysis

On Thursday, June 19, 2025, turning movement counts were collected at the study intersections during
the p.m. peak period (4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.) to quantify raw traffic volumes adjacent to the site. The raw
traffic volumes were then adjusted using the most recent FDOT seasonal factors (SF) for Manatee County.
The raw turning movement counts and FDOT'’s SF are attached. The adjusted existing volumes for the
study intersections are shown in Figure 4.

Synchro (v12) software was used to determine existing peak-hour operational conditions for the study
area intersections. As part of this analysis, existing lane geometry and traffic controls were used for the
study area intersections.

The results of the existing conditions intersection analysis are summarized in Table 4 and indicate that the
study intersections currently operate acceptably with a volume-to-capacity (v/c) ratio of less than 1.0
during the p.m. peak-hour for each movement.

The Synchro outputs for the existing conditions intersection analysis are attached.

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Background Traffic Conditions

Future background traffic volumes are defined as non-project traffic expected on the roadway network in
the future year at buildout of the proposed development. Traffic volumes associated with vested or
reserved developments in the area were considered in the development of background traffic estimates.

Background Conditions Roadway Analysis

A future background roadway segment analysis was conducted for the study roadway segments. The
analysis procedures for this evaluation were consistent with those used to evaluate existing traffic
conditions.

The results of the future background roadway conditions analysis are summarized in Table 5 and indicate
that the study roadway segments are anticipated to operate with an acceptable level of service relative
to the minimum adopted level of service standard for Manatee County based on generalized service
volumes.

Using the future background traffic volumes, intersection analyses were conducted at the study
intersections. The analysis procedures used in this evaluation were similar to those used to evaluate
existing traffic conditions. FDOT’s AADT reports are attached.

The results of the background conditions intersection analysis are summarized in Table 6 and indicate that
the study intersections are anticipated to operate acceptably with a v/c ratio of less than 1.0 for each lane
approach during the p.m. peak-hour.

The Synchro outputs for the background conditions intersection analysis are attached.

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Future Total Traffic Conditions
Future total traffic conditions were evaluated for the buildout year of the development during the p.m.
peak-hour. For this analysis, future total traffic volumes (background plus project) were considered. A
determination of the impact of the project traffic on the study area intersections, and study roadway
segments were made.

Future Total Traffic Conditions Roadway Analysis

A future total conditions roadway segment analysis was conducted for the study roadway segments. The
analysis procedures for this evaluation were consistent with those used to evaluate existing and future
background traffic roadway conditions. The anticipated net, new project trip generation identified in
Table 1 was added to the peak-hour background volumes to obtain peak-hour future total volumes along
the study roadway segments. The results of the future total roadway conditions analysis are summarized
in Table 7 and indicate that the study roadway segments are anticipated to operate an acceptable level
of service relative to the minimum adopted level of service standard for Manatee County based on
generalized service volumes.

Future Total Traffic Conditions Intersection Analysis

Future total traffic volumes are background traffic volumes plus the project trips previously identified in
Figure 3. The peak-hour future total volumes for the proposed driveways are shown in Figure 6. Using the
total traffic volumes, an intersection analysis was conducted at the study intersections. The analysis
procedures used in this evaluation were similar to those used to evaluate future background traffic
conditions.

The results of the future total conditions intersection analysis are summarized in Table 8 and indicate that
the study intersections are anticipated to operate acceptably with a v/c ratio of less than 1.0 during the
p.m. peak-hour following the buildout of the development.

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Multi-Modal Analysis

As part of the evaluation of the proposed Vineyard Creek development, multi-modal facilities were
reviewed within a quarter of a mile of the proposed development. This evaluation included existing
facilities for pedestrians, bicyclists, and transit users.

Pedestrians

A +12-foot mixed-use path currently exists on 16™ Avenue East along the property frontage. A +5-foot
sidewalk currently exists on 28™ Street Court East along the property frontage. A sidewalk does not
currently exist on 24" Avenue East along the property frontage.

Bicyclists
Dedicated bicycle lanes do not currently exist on 16" Avenue East, 28" Street Court East, and 24" Avenue

East along the property frontage. However, a +12-foot mixed-use path currently exists on 16" Avenue
East along the property frontage.

Transit

According to the most recent Manatee County Area Transit (MCAT) System Map, Route 13 serves the
project site area. The nearest MCAT bus stop is located approximately 350 feet southwest of the
development at 26" Street East/16™ Avenue East (Canal Road) - Stop 2215. The MCAT Route 13 brochure
is attached.

Safety Analysis

A crash analysis was completed at the adjacent segments of 16™ Avenue East, 28" Street Court East, and
24™ Avenue East along the property frontage. Crash data was obtained from Signal Four Analytics for the
five-year period between 2020-2024. Table 9 provides a summary of the crashes that occurred at the
adjacent roadways from 2020 to 2024. Seven crashes occurred at the adjacent segments and the crashes
did not result in a fatality. One crash resulted in a serious injury. The crash reports are attached.

Conclusion

This MSASA has been provided in support of a Rezone with GDP application for the proposed Vineyard
Creek development. The approximately 29.24-acre project site is located south of 28" Street Court East,
east of 16" Avenue East, and west of 24™" Avenue East in Palmetto, Florida.

The Rezone application proposes to change +/- 2.23 acres of General Agriculture (A-1) and +/- 13.18 acres
of Residential Single Family (RSF-1) to Planned Development Residential (PD-R). The Vineyard Creek
development is proposed to consist of up to 204 single-family attached dwelling units. The proposed

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development is anticipated to generate 118 net, new external trips (70 entering/48 exiting) in the p.m.
peak-hour.

Based on the future total conditions analysis, the study roadway network is anticipated to operate
acceptably, and the study intersections are anticipated to operate with a volume-to-capacity ratio of less
than 1.0 during the future total conditions.

Final Site Plan (FSP) application.

The purpose of this letter is to provide a methodology associated with a Rezone with General
Development Plan (GDP) application for the proposed Vineyard Creek development. The approximately
29.24-acre project site is located south of 28" Street Court East, east of 16" Avenue East, and west of 24"
Avenue East in Palmetto, Florida. The project location map is attached as Figure 1.

The Rezone application proposes to change +/- 2.23 acres of General Agriculture (A-1) and +/- 13.18 acres
of Residential Single Family (RSF-1) to Planned Development Residential (PD-R). The Vineyard Creek
development is proposed to consist of up to 204 single-family attached dwelling units.

Access to the site is proposed to be provided through the following access connection as shown in the
attached conceptual site plan:

e One (1) existing access connection along 28" Street Court East (Main Entrance)
e One (1) access connection along 16 Avenue East (Secondary Entrance)

To appropriately address the transportation impact of the proposed Vineyard Creek development, Kimley-
Horn will conduct a Multimodal Site Access and Safety Analysis (MSASA) for the Rezone with GDP
application that follows the proposed methodology provided below for your review and comments.

Project Trip Generation: Traffic volumes will be estimated using the Institute of Transportation Engineer’s
(ITE), Trip Generation Manual, 11" Edition. The site is proposed to consist of up to 204 single-family
townhomes. The Land Use Code (LUC) 215 — Single-Family Attached Housing will be used to estimate the
trip generation of the proposed development for the analysis. As indicated in Table 1, the proposed
Vineyard Creek development is anticipated to generate 118 net, new trips (70 entering/48 exiting) in the
p.m. peak-hour. Due to the nature of the proposed land use (i.e., residential), internal capture and pass-
by trips were not considered in this analysis.

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Project Trip Distribution: New traffic expected to be generated by the proposed Vineyard Creek
development was distributed and assigned to the adjacent roadway network based upon the Florida
Standard Urban Transportation Model Structure (FSUTMS) E+C network, with the incorporation of the
most current socio-economic and network data sets. Documentation of the FSUTMS project distribution
model is attached.

Scheduled Improvements: Current work programs including the Manatee County Capital Improvement
Program (CIP) and Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) District One Five Year Work Program
were reviewed for improvements that are scheduled for construction near the project site. Based upon
this review, there are no scheduled improvements near the project site.

Background Traffic Volumes: The background traffic for the analysis will be calculated using traffic
volumes associated with vested or reserved developments in the area from Manatee County’s most
recent Concurrency Transportation Link Sheets.

Study Area: For the MSASA, the study area consists of the first accessed designated thoroughfare
segment(s) and the corresponding end point intersections, the site access connections, and all impacted
thoroughfares carrying project traffic equal to or greater than five (5%) percent of their p.m. peak-hour
service volumes (“capacity”) at the adopted level of service (LOS). The net, new project trips were assigned
to the County’s concurrency-maintained roadway network (in Manatee County’s Concurrency
Transportation Link Sheets (June 2025)). Based upon this criteria, the following roadway segments (i.e.,
the study area) will be included in the analysis:

o 28™ Street Court East/29™ Street East from Canal Road to Ellenton Gillette Road
e Canal Road/16™ Avenue East from Mendoza Road to US 301

Additionally, the following study intersections will be included in the analysis:

o 28™ Street Court East/29" Street East & Canal Road/16™ Avenue East
o 28™ Street Court East/29" Street East & Ellenton Gillette Road

e Canal Road/16™ Avenue East & Mendoza Road

e Canal Road/16™ Avenue East & 17" Street East

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Analysis Year Scenarios: The study intersections will be analyzed for existing, background, and future
buildout conditions during the p.m. peak-hour. Synchro, version 12, software will be utilized for the
intersection analyses.

Data Collection: Turning movement counts will be collected at the study intersections during the p.m.
peak period (4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.). The vehicle counts at the study intersections will be adjusted to
reflect peak season conditions using the most recent FDOT seasonal factors (SF) for Manatee County. New
guidance from the FDOT recommends utilizing SF rather than peak season conversion factors (PSCF) when
adjusting turning movement counts.

Multi-Modal Evaluation: A multi-modal analysis within a quarter of a mile of the proposed development
will be included in the report and will consider bicycle connectivity, transit routes, and pedestrian mobility.
The analysis will demonstrate how the project will be connected to any existing pedestrian and bicycle
facilities as well as transit routes.

Safety Analysis: A safety analysis will be completed including review of 5 years of crash data along the
site boundary. Crash patterns will be summarized based on date, time of day, type, severity, and
contributing factors. Based on the crash patterns and potential impact of the project traffic,
countermeasures may be identified at the site access locations.

We will follow-up with you to determine if you have any questions or comments regarding this MSASA
methodology. The Synchro outputs and input files will be provided when submitting the final report.

Driver 1 (D01) executed a left turn while accelerating
heavily. Subsequently, DO1 lost control of VO1. As a result, VO1 ran off the roadway to the right, and the front of VO1 collided with a wooden fence on the east grass

shoulder of 24th Avenue East.

After the initial collision, VO1 continued to travel in a northeasterly direction through the wooden fence. V01 continued to travel in a northeasterly direction before the
front of VO1 collided with a standing palm tree. VO1 then rotated counterclockwise and came to final rest facing north against the palm tree.

There were no tire marks, vehicle debris, or evidence of gunfire observed on the roadway.

My name is Heather Spence, and | live at 2505 24th Avenue East, Palmetto, FL, which is
located three blocks away from the proposed Vineyard Creek project site.

I am here today to formally object to the requested Comprehensive Plan amendment PA-
25-08 and Rezone PDR-25-16(Z)(G)."

First, the jump from Suburban Agriculture and Single-Family Residential to a Planned
Development Residential district allowing up to 204 single-family units is a massive over-
saturation of this 29.83-acre site. The proposed density of roughly 6.8 units per acre does
not transition smoothly into the surrounding existing neighborhoods. It severely alters the
established suburban and agricultural character of 28th Street Court East and 24th Avenue
East.

Second, our local roadway infrastructure cannot safely handle this influx. The intersection
of 28th Street Court East and 24th Avenue East is already burdened by daily traffic. Adding
the vehicle trips generated by 204 new homes will cause severe congestion, increase
delays, and create significant safety hazards for school buses and pedestrians on roads
that lack adequate sidewalks and turn lanes.

Third, this area faces distinct environmental pressures. Rapidly replacing nearly 30 acres of
open single-family and agricultural land with rooftops and asphalt will drastically reduce
natural stormwater absorption. This risks displacing floodwaters onto established
neighboring properties. Furthermore, adding hundreds of new residents to this specific
pocket of Palmetto complicates emergency evacuation routes during major storm events.
Flooding already occurs during storms as seen in attached media and this will only
exacerbate the situation.

The applicant has not demonstrated that the existing infrastructure can support this drastic
increase in density, nor have they shown that it is compatible with the surrounding
community. For these reasons, | respectfully request that the Planning Commission
recommend denial of Ordinance 26-29.
