 Manatee County Land Development Code, Section 310.3 – Building 
Permit Required

Any owner or authorized agent who intends to construct, enlarge, 
alter, repair, move, demolish, or change the occupancy of a building or 
structure, or to erect, install, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, convert or 
replace any impact resistant coverings, electrical, gas, mechanical or 
plumbing system, the installation of which is regulated by the Florida 
Building Code, this Code or other applicable code, or to cause any 
such work to be done, shall first make application to the Building 
Official and obtain the required permit. All approvals, permits and 
certificates required by this Land Development Code must be applied 
for and obtained before an application for a building permit can be 
approved by the County. No start of construction or development shall 
occur until a Building Permit is issued.

Recommended Action
 An issued building permit must be obtained for the 

unpermitted work. Permit application BLD2103-1283 
was submitted in March of 2021 but it was voided due 
to inactivity on the part of the applicant. Permit 
application BLD2111-0623 was submitted in November 
of 2021 but it has not been issued as the applicant has 
yet to submit the permit application revisions being 
requested by the review staff.
 Recommended compliance date is 2/25/2022
 Recommended fine:  If the property is not in 

compliance on or before the date set forth by the 
Special Magistrate, a fine of $50.00 per day, not to 
exceed a maximum of $10,000.00, shall be imposed for 
each and every day the violation exists beyond the 
compliance date ordered.
